Andrew “Andy” Jackson Porter
1839 - 1906
Andrew was murdered in 1906 by Charles I. Meade. A newspaper account tells of Meade coming to the Porter home one night and knocking on the door. When Mrs. Porter (Andy's second wife, Sarah) opened the door he sprang past her and shot Andrew in the chest saying, "your time has come." After grappling with the man, Mrs. Porter ran out the door and hid under the porch. The man looked for her for some time but never found her. He then returned to the house and shot Andrew two more times in the back as he lay dying on the floor. At the time, it was thought to be robbery because Andrew was known to carry money on himself and it was missing. However, another story has survived over the years as told by people who knew the family and are well known and reliable sources. This version states that when Charles Meade was about 10 to 12 years old, Andrew gave him a whipping. Afterwards, Charles Meade told Andrew that when he grew up, he was going to kill him, and he did.
